Second Sunday of Lent

First Reading: Abraham accepts God’s invitation to go on a journey.

Gospel: Jesus climbs the mountain of the transfiguration (traditions tells
us that it was Mount Tabor), accompanied by the three disciples who
would also be with him at the Garden of Gethsemane. They catch a
glimpse of his divine nature. They keep the experience to themselves. It
gives them hope for the dark days that lie ahead.
